The TROY Center Alternative Learning Program aims to provide an educational opportunity to students for whom the traditional classroom has been unsuccessful due to suspension, expulsion, or failure to thrive and who are seeking an alternative means to an education.  Participation in the program is a privilege.  Appropriate and responsible behavior is required at all times and participants may be dismissed from the program at any time at the sole discretion of the TROY Center Administration.

*The term “parent” in this document shall represent any parent, guardian, or other adult legally responsible for the care and well-being of the participant.

Behavior requirements are often individualized and need to be modified as necessary.  Participants are required to comply with any and all program requirements in order to remain eligible for the program.  Privileges may be revoked and sanctions given as necessary prior to a participant being removed from the program.  Requirements for eligibility include but are not limited to:

*Participants are expected to attend the program each and every day as scheduled.  Any absences should be called in by a parent or guardian before 7 AM and verified by a doctor’s note upon returning to the program.  Any unexcused absences are considered truancies and may be reported to the Prosecutor’s Office, Probation, and/or Department of Child Services for further action. 

*Tuition for the Alternative Learning Program is $5,450.00 per year.  Scholarships assistance may be available.  By participating in the program, the participant and his/her parent agree to agree to and follow a payment plan.  A payment agreement will be attached to this document.  Failure to remain current on the payment agreement may result in suspension or removal from the program. All school supplies are provided to the participants (paper, pens, pencils, etc.) there is a $30.00 supply fee for supplies for the school year. 

*Participants are required to show respect to themselves, other participants, staff, and the property at all times through their language as well as their behavior.

*Participants will remain in a supervised area and not leave the building without authorization under any circumstances.  Exiting the area of supervision without permission will be grounds for immediate suspension from the program.

*By participating in the program, participants waive rights against search and seizure.  Participants and their belongings will be searched at random or upon suspicion of violation of rules of the program.  This is for the protection of all participants.

*Transportation to the program is provided.  All rules of the program are in effect during transportation to the program in addition to any rules imposed by the driver and any violation of those rules while being transported to the program will result in sanctions. Cost for transportation is $30.00 per school year. 

*Participants in the Alternative Learning Program may possess cell phones or other communication devices as long as they are not a distraction to the learning environment. If issues arise with the use of a cell phone or other communication devices, TROY Center staff will confiscate said device and participant will not be allowed to have it at school for two weeks. 

*Participants will use the internet for academic purposes only.  Use of computers or internet for any unauthorized purpose may result in revocation of computer privileges.

*Parents will work with TROY staff to establish a home plan as well as communicate a minimum of one time per week regarding progress in the program, at home, and with regard to specific goals.

*Any participant who poses a threat to staff, other participants, or him/herself will be immediately removed from the program pending further action.

*Any illegal act will be reported to the proper authorities for further action.

*Participants will dress appropriately for the program including:  no clothing that is ripped or torn, low cut, or revealing in any way; no clothing with actual or implied drug or alcohol messages, obscene or foul language, messages of a sexual, violent, satanic, or gang related nature; no sagging pants or visible underclothing of any kind.  Participants may be asked to change if clothing is deemed inappropriate in any way by TROY staff.

Open and honest communication with all parties is a critical part of the TROY Center program.  Youth and family progress may be shared with caseworkers, probation officers, and/or school personnel as deemed necessary.   Each participant’s privacy will be respected and requests for information to remain confidential will be honored unless the law requires otherwise. Participation Agreement

The TROY Center Teen Parent Program aims to provide an educational opportunity to students for whom the traditional classroom has been unsuccessful due to the demands of pregnancy or the parenting of a child.  Participation in the program is a privilege.  Appropriate and responsible behavior is required at all times and participants may be dismissed from the program at any time at the sole discretion of the TROY Center Administration.

Behavior requirements are often individualized and need to be modified as necessary.  Participants are required to comply with any and all program requirements in order to remain eligible for the program.  Privileges may be revoked and sanctions given as necessary prior to a participant being removed from the program.  Requirements for eligibility include but are not limited to:

*Participants are expected to attend the program each and every day as scheduled.  Any absences should be called in by 7 AM and verified by a doctor’s note upon returning to the program.  Any unexcused absences are considered truancies and may be reported to the Prosecutor’s Office, Probation, and/or Department of Child Services for further action. 

*Participants in the Teen Parent Program who are expecting a child will be placed in a classroom that best fits his/her educational needs.   Infants/children of participants are allowed to attend the program with the participant if adequate childcare is not available.  However, infants are required to remain in the teen parent classroom at all times and will not be permitted in the other classrooms for any reason.  

*Participants in the Teen Parent Program are required to provide all care and supervision of his/her child at all times.  Staff and other students will not be allowed to feed, change, or care for your child.  Staff members are available to give support and guidance in all areas.  Medical or developmental questions will be directed to a school nurse, nursing volunteer, or other medical professional and staff will help students make those contacts whenever possible.

*Tuition is $5,450.00 per year. Scholarship assistance may be available. By participating in the program, the participant and his/her parent agree to agree to follow a payment plan. Failure to remain current on the payment agreement may result in suspension or removal from the program. All school supplies are provided to the participant (paper, pens, pencils, etc.) there is a $30.00 supply fee for supplies for the school year. 

*Participants are required to show respect to themselves, other participants, staff, and the property at all times through their language as well as their behavior.

*Participants will remain in a supervised area and not leave the building without authorization under any circumstances.  Exiting the area of supervision without permission will be grounds for immediate suspension from the program.

*By participating in the program, participants waive rights against search and seizure.  Participants and their belongings will be searched at random or upon suspicion of violation of rules of the program.  This is for the protection of all participants.

*Transportation to the program is provided.  All rules of the program are in effect during transportation to the program in addition to any rules imposed by the driver and any violation of those rules while being transported to the program will result in sanctions.  Transportation of your infant/child to the program, is your responsibility unless alternate arrangements are made with our staff.  An appropriate, legal, and safe car seat is required and is your responsibility to provide as well.  

*Participants in the Alternative Learning Program may possess cell phones or any other communication devices  as long as they are not a distraction to the learning environment. If issues arise with the use of a cell phone or other communication devices, TROY Center staff will confiscate said device and participant will not be allowed to have it at school for two weeks. 

*Participants will use the internet for academic purposes only.  Use of computers or internet for any unauthorized purpose may result in revocation of computer privileges.

*Parents will work with TROY staff to establish a home plan as well as communicate a minimum of one time per week regarding progress in the program, at home, and with regard to specific goals.  A home plan will also include plans relevant to providing adequate care during pregnancy and/or care for the infant/child. 

*Any participant who poses a threat to staff, other participants, or him/herself will be immediately removed from the program pending further action.

*Any illegal act will be reported to the proper authorities for further action.

*Participants will dress appropriately for the program including:  no clothing that is ripped or torn, low cut, or revealing in any way; no clothing with actual or implied drug or alcohol messages, obscene or foul language, messages of a sexual, violent, satanic, or gang related nature; no sagging pants or visible underclothing of any kind.  Participants may be asked to change if clothing is deemed inappropriate in any way by TROY staff.

Open and honest communication with all parties is a critical part of the TROY Center program. TROY CENTER COMPUTER/INTERNET USAGE AGREEMENT
Access to the Internet is a wonderful opportunity to interact with the world at large. The opportunity brings with it a number of responsibilities. In order to use the internet services available at the TROY Center, you must read the following information and sign the computer/internet agreement that follows. 

1. The use of any TROY Center computer which provides access to the Internet is a privilege which may be revoked by instructors, staff, or administrators at any time for abusive or inappropriate conduct. 3.
